History of

Fushimi Inari Shrﬁne
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Fushimi Inari Shrine was founded when the god Inari was
enshrined on Mountain Inari in February, 711. Fushimi
Inari Shrine is the main shrine of all the Inari shrines all
over Japan. Fushimi Inari Shrine is worshiped for a huge
harvest and successful business. In 2011, the shrine had
the 1300 anniversary of the enshrinement, and all the
buildings in the ground were restored and beautiful red
reappeared.

There are a large number of torii-gates behind the main
shrine, along the path to the inner shrine. The gates are
called “Senbon Torii” (thousand gates) and Fushimi Inari
Shrine including the gates is one of the most famous tourist
spots in Kyoto.

“Kitsune” (foxes) are also famous as well as the
torii-gates, for foxes are regarded as “Kenzoku”
(messengers of gods). Yet they are different from foxes in
the mountains. Kenzoku are invisible like gods, and people
call them as “Byakko-san” (white / transparent fox) and
worship it. Of course the Inari God is not a fox.
